Researches on the housewives’ living in farming oillages and

cities and on making a good use of their spare time

As the aspects of our society are changing-developing-rapidly, the nation’s industria-
lization has been accelerated, and the situations are developing favorably for city life,
it comes out that a big gulf between ruyal and urban life has formed,

In the city life the structure of houses and facilities are planned and offered not only
for the rationalization of living but for the convenience of household management or
the housewives'work. Also the mass-production of articles for daily use on a commercial
scale such as clothes and food has contrbuted to the economy of time and labor in
running a house,

But in the rural life-agricultural-the shortage of labor, especially of men, owing to
the gravitation of the population to cities and accordingly the tendency of high wages
have resulted in a difficult situation, The housewives in this community are forced to
perform their duties of taking care of the household and farmings; They are mainly
engaged in hard farm work, Really it is not too much to say that they cannot get out
of tough life, The burden of hard working, moreover, and the living on a small
income have it is not too much to say that they cannot get out of tough life, The
burden of hard working, moreover, and the living on a small income have prevented
them from the living stability.

They cannot offord to make use of their spare time on cultivating themselves or even
-on recreation as many housewives in oities can, It is almost impossible for them to
play an active part in improving the reasonable household management and in making
a great contribution to developing the community, In these circumstances, how can the
farming housewives hard burden be lightened ?

When we consider the housewives in city life have made use of their spare time on
just relaxation or recreation rather than on cultivating themselves admithing that the
aspects vary with their age, education and economec conditions, how can they make a

good use of spare time?
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I maintain that these problems of the farming housewives liavle to neglect ought to
be solved as soon as possible, and the good use of spare time ought to be understood
and made from a higher standpoint, Here I feel the necessty of examining and studying
the problems, and suggest some solutions or answers about them,

This research is to save the housewives' labor-hours in cities and villages, to-
proportion their energy on managing houses, and to rednce their toil by investigating,
analyzing and improving their housing system anddliving conditions,

For this purposes the questionaire about the housewives' living and working conditions-
was distributed and collected by favor of several women’s clubs and organizations

through out the nation, Sometimes I got facts or information abcut their views and
conditions by having an interview with them and visiting their houses personally,
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
