A Study on There-Construction in English
— Existential There Construction —

There are several important differences between the two uses of there. First of all, sentences
with existential there and those with locative there answer different kinds of questions.

Locative there is always somewhat stressed in speech, while existential there is always unstress-
ed and it carries little or no meaning (empty meaning). Existential there functions as an NP, more
specifically, as the subject of the sentence, and can be copied into tags, inverting with auxiliary
verbs in questions.

We can isolate three important properties of existential there: (a) existential there may occur on-
ly in subject position; (b) it can appear only as the subject of the verb be, or one of a small number
of other verbs such as appear and arise; and (c) in sentences containing existential there, an indefinite
NP must occur after the verb be. But besides we can use existential there according to the detail
analysis of the semantics of the relevant predicates; adjectives, verbs, mysteries and auxiliaries.

The sentences with existential there cannot be generated by PS rules alone, but rather by the
transformation of There Insertion. So there is a derived subject that is introduced by the rule. In
case there are two occurrences of the verb be (namely, be and being), NP must be inserted only
after the first occurrence of be. There Insertion must follow the process of several transformational
rules.
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
