A Studv of Expansion of Local Tax Revenue
— Especially Concerning About Local Financial Autonomy - -

Boo Man-keun

It 1 assumed in this paper that one of the harmonious developments for local authomy can be
suppnrted by sound local-finance. Without its sound foundation, local government canr . achieve
the aims such as improvement of resident-welfair, regional development, and so forth even though
on dealized iocal governing agency is instituted.

The contemporary local-finance in our country cannot fulfili increasing administrative needs of
re-idents due to the small revenue, mal-distribution of taxation sources, still-dependence on central
government, and others.

As the result, the fact is as follows: local government cannot help depending seriously on
national finance. Incidently local government deserves the control of central government. This is
one of hindrance that blocks local authonomous administration.

Local government should amplify self-supporting financial resources in order to fulfill the needs
of inhabitants effectively and to run the administration autonomously.

Local public tax covers the 31 percent of total local revenue which, in turn, marks only the 12
percent of total tax-revenue of the nation. This sort of poor portion comes from inadequate
structure which incurrs scantness of local revenue resources, dull growth rate, and absence of local
attonomy.

For expanding local financial resources, the followings are required: Firstly, national tax items
which have local characteristics should be transferred to local tax items. Secondly, another tax
resourc- - should should be added for its financial expansion. Lastly, the way of tax levy and
collection should be improved by adopting the more appropriate tax-rate system.

Additionally, in the long terms-perspective we should consider local tax system which comprise
of an income tax, as the main axis, and other supplementary taxation such as a consumption tax, a
profit tax, and so forth. ’
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
