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Zusammenfassung

Uber ‘Freight Forwarder’

In der vorliegenden Arbeit habe ich versucht, ‘Freight Forwarder' (Frachtspediteur)
vorzustellen, der in den meisten europdischen Lindern ‘through transport’ (Gesamtbeforder-
ung) zur Befsrderung der Handelsgiiter iibernimmt. und einige Vorschlige zu machen, damit
die ‘Forwarding industry’ (Speditionsindustrie) sich als ein Beforderungssystem in Korea
niederlassen kann.

Die Speditionsindustrie. die sich aus der Entwicklung des Handelssystem ergibt, hat
folgende Aufgaben: Transport von Giitern. systematische Verbindung von den Transportmit-
teln. Konsolidation von den LCL—Gditern, Verteilung, gegebenenfalls, Verpackung, Verzollung.
Zahlung der Transportkosten, Uberpriifung der Pracht usw.

Nun will ich einige Vorschlige nennen, damit der Frachtspediteur als ein Fachtransporter
in Korea festgelegt wird.

1. ‘Co-load system' soll aufgestellt werden. so daB sich ‘through transport system’ dur-
chgesetzt wird.

Der Kleinfrachter soll eine Gruppe bilden oder in der Verbindung mit dem Spe-

diteur(einschl. NVOCC) an der Konsolidation der Giiter teilnehmen.

2. Der Spediteur soll an seinen Aufgaben festhalten, und zwar an Ladung, Tranport,
Lagerung, Zollabfertigung, Versicherung usw., wodurch der Frachter Ausgaben einschrink-
en kann.

Wenn das MiB3verstindnis beseitigt wird, dal der Frachter doppelt ausgibt, 1dBt sich erst
die Speditionsindustrie niedc‘erlassen.

3. ‘Cargo data interchange system' uber Handel und Transport soll sich noch weiter
entwickeln. Das Nachrichtennetz iiber die Fracht im Hafen soll installiert werden, um
Daten iiber handel und Transport austauschen zu konnen.

4. Die Spezialitit, das Kapital, die Organisation und die Marktforschung vom Spediteur
sollen eng mit dem Frachter zusammenhingen.

5. Der Spediteur soll noch ein aktiveres Geschift treiben und eine bessere Anerkennung bei

den Frachtern finden.
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Die Regierung soll die Politik der internationalen Beforderung verbessern. damit der
Spediteur die Flugfracht transportieren und die Zollabfertigung iibernehmen kann.

Dann kann der Spediteur im Handel eine wichtige Rolle spielen als ein Informant, der
dem Im- und Exporteur Bescheid iiber optimale Transportmittel und Route sagt. als ein
Fachmann, der Verkaufs bedingungen auf der Basis von Verteilungskosten stellen kann. und
der sich fiir das giinstige Beforderungssystem entscheidet, und als ein Aufseher. der die
Gesamtbefsrderung kontrolljert.

Die Im-und Exporteur konnen sich dann auch ausschlieBlich mit ihren eigentlichen

Aufgaben d. h. Ein- und Ausfuhr beschaftigen.
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
