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Summary

A Study of the Right of Claim for the Division of Property

Han, Sam-in

The right of claim for the division of property established by the 7th revision of ‘Korean
Civil law' guarantees the freedom of divorce and the equity of the two persons concerned
through the substantial adjustment of the property of a divorced couple. However, there
are some problems with the interpretation and application of this system, These problems
can be solved by the making and accumulation of theories and judicial precedents, of
which there are not a large number of to date.

Therefore, this paper analyzes and examines the legal principles and the problems of
the right of claim for the division of property through the study of theories and judicial

precedents of home and abroad, and then develops its systematic interpretation.
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
