A study on the Application of Standard Cost Accounting

Standard cost accounting system is usually designed to satisfy control and product-
costing purposes simultaneously.

The main objective of this study is to provide with some suggestions the extent in which
standard cost accounting system applied in manufacturing companies in Korea.
