A cross-examination of existing data-sets shows that the number
and magnitude of armed conflicts around the world have been
significantly declined since the end of the Cold War. Although
various explanations from different theoretical perspectives are
given on the factors of, and future prospect for such a trend, no
single one is satisfactory enough. Rather the decline of armed
conflicts seems to owe to a multitude of factors emphasized by
the realist, liberalist and constructivist explanations. A lot more
study is required to examine the interacting effects of those factors.
