The results showed that both native speakers of English
and Korean groups failed to successfully perceive the voiced/voiceless distinction of English
plosives, particularly alveolar plosives, in word-medial trochaic positions. The results also
showed that in word-initial and word-medial iambic positions both native speakers of
English and Korean groups employ the information in the release burst and aspiration in
the perception of the voiced/voiceless distinction of English plosives, and that in word-final
positions native speakers of English employ the information in the preceding vowel, while
Koreans groups employ the information in the closure interval.
