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Qualitative Research as a Legitimate Method
for Phenomenon Exploration in Physical Education

ABSTRACT

Physical education research has progressed in both a quantitative and qualitative method.
However an examination of dominant epistemology of many research papers performed during
several decades displays the influence of positivism and the scientific method in physical
education area. As quantitative research technique has questioned seriously its validity by
vigorous dispute. qualitative research paradigm as a alternative method has emerged in
physical education research field as well as social science. Although the acceptance of
qualitative research as a legitimate research method was not easy matter, it has been now
accepted by the researchers in sport pedagogy. sport sociology and sport psychology field. At
the present time it has become a established research methodology for phenomenon exploration
of sport. exercise and physical education class settings. The purpose of this paper was to
overview developmental possibility of qualitative research as a alternative methodology against
quantitative research in physical education field. First. the debates of qualitative and
quantitative research paradigm was reviewed. Second. concept and characteristics of qualitative
research method through a comparison of qualitative and quantitative method were explained.
Third. the main qualitative research method. procedure. and techniques were identified.
Especially. data collection. data analysis and writing techniques were specified. Forth. new
prospect for the future development of qualitative research was presented. Further. I
emphasized that field research through the qualitative research method provide physical
educators for new knowledge base to understand and explore alternatively physical education

phenomenon.
